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Grammar

e In Spanish, the possessive determiner “mi” (my) changes to “mis” when we are referring to plural
nouns (mi lapiz — mis lapices; mi cuaderno — mis cuadernos).

e If a word in Spanish ends in “s”, we don't add a prefix to make the plural form (e.g. un sacapuntas

— unos sacapuntas)
